

COURSE SUPERINTENDENTS REPORT

September 01/09/2011

Over the last month we have had 7 days of rain equating to 39.5mm and all the while the temperatures have slowly been on the increase. These weather patterns along with the renovation duties carried out by the ground staff team have the course set to explode into growth over the coming month. However with the warmer weather comes an increase in soil temperature which means soil movement thus placing more strain on the ever ageing irrigation system, with a number of issues arising this month. This is further detailed in this report.

This month we had another first for New Brighton this month with the discovery of two feral piglets ripping up the garden beds around the 4th and 14th tees. They have been trapped and council rangers were called to remove the problem.

I would also like to take the opportunity to inform the board, if they have not yet heard, that Norm has been rewarded by his peers for his hard work and dedication to New Brighton Golf Club, and also to the Industry, with the prestigious NSWGCSA Excellence in Turf Management Award at the NSWGCSA Annual General Meeting held at Roseville Golf Club on Monday 22nd of August. GREENS

The Nursery green has been seeded with Mackenzie bent and covered with an environment control fabric on loan to us from the Lakes Golf Club. Strike rate is good and points to achieving a good cover. It will be interesting to see the development of the turf and how it fares in our environment and if it would make a good choice of green surface for the new course development. 

COMPLETE RENOVATION to all greens.

17th Greens were mini tine. 

21st – 22nd they were double scarify then solid tined with a 9 inch tine, fertilised, top dressed and rubbed in. With the exception of the nursery green that has been seeded and the spare green that was recently turfed. 

The spare green was double scarified, fertilized and dusted. On the 30th it was mini tined to allow the movement of air and moisture throughout the profile.

All greens were rolled and rubbed in through out the rest of the week. 

29th was the first cut @ 5mm with the walk behinds.

31st - Shatter Master CONTRACTOR
All greens were cut and be rolled after the Shatter Master had been through them and there final fertiliser application of the renovation period followed.

 

TEES

29th Kikuyu tee renovation commenced. They were cored, fertilised and top dressed. This was completed on the 30th.

12/09 Couch tee renovation will commence and consist of a double scarified, fertilised and top dressed.

All couch tees have been sprayed with Embargo, which is a winter grass pre-emergent.  

FAIRWAYS

29th Fairway renovations commenced. They were all sliced by weeks end.

05/09 Fertilising will commence with Dynamic Lifter @ 200kg/ha.

BUNKERS

Storm repair to all bunkers. 

11th green side bunker repaired after a blow out on the irrigation main line.

IRRIGATION

Repaired 2 o-ring seals in sprinkler heads, this will be ongoing.

Replaced 3 faulty gear drives

This work will be ongoing; as a number of faults were found after an audit of the system was carried out. The services of a contractor in this field have also been called upon to assist us in bringing the system up to speed before the extremes of Summer are upon us.

Contractor – Mainstream Irrigation
Repaired the mainline at the 1st fairway. 

Electrical faults Putter, 17th green, 5th f/way, 6th green and 15th f/way. 

Replaced the electric valve for the club lawns.

Pump 2 pump shed.

Install pump back in dam at 7th
Repair damage to ring main 11th green

GENERAL

Pick up branch debris weekly

Blow debris off greens, tees & fairways weekly  

Re fuel all golf carts bi - weekly.

Storm repair works – debris, bunkers and pathways and drains.

Continue mulching garden beds

Continue correcting irrigation faults

Planed Work Programs 

Plant out banks of drain on 2nd hole. (COMPLETED)
Continue work on garden beds 

Tree removal and pruning will be ongoing.
